Members present were B. Dunlap, J. Eicher, H. Edwards, R. Guy (via telephone), M. Peck, A. Prather, C.
Shoup, M. Snyder, J. Wingrove and J. Updyke. W. Dunlap and D. Sparks were absent. Advisory members
present were P. Scott, C. Otto, T. Wagner, L. Defibaugh, T. Leister, N. Iandimarino, R. Dulla and P.
Ressler. Attorneys T. McNickle and C. Brewer were present loan documents signed by G. Eicher and C.
Shoup but did not stay for formal meeting.

J. Eicher opened the meeting with devotions from 2nd Corinthians and prayer.
Minutes of the November 16, 2015 meeting were approved as published.

CHR Reports: C. Otto gave the Compliance Report and indicated we are doing well. T. Wagner
(Financial) stated our investments are strong and all sites are doing well. L. Defibaugh gave the
Government Report. T. Leister gave an update on the proposed renovations at The Caring Place, with a
projected February 1 start date, but indicated there are still some staffing problems at TCP which area
being addressed, staffing at GM is good, and some staff training has taken place at Woodcrest which was
well received.

N. Iandiamarino gave a report on GM. All is going well, with the exception of some glitches in the heating
in the chapel that is being addressed.

P. Ressler thanked the board for the new truck and snow plow at TCP which has been put to good use,
and addressed the use of agency to provided staffing. New DON is doing a good job, and if we can get a
permanent RN we will be able to do away with agency. They are planning a physician’s dinner in
February along with pharmacy to introduce and get them working together. They are also looking at
changing the therapy company to Premier Therapy which provides more inclusive therapy programs.

R. Dulla reported there are 5 vacant apartments currently at Woodcrest; 2 to be filled this week, and 3
are being refurbished. There are currently 15 on the waiting list. Walk of Trees in December was a huge
success but they hope to expand it next year to include food, clothing and toy drive.

C. Otto informed the board she will be retiring the end of June to spend time with her family, and that Ed
Balleitt will be filling her position. I Pads have been placed at TCP and are very well received by staff.
They will be implemented at GM in the future.

M. Snyder asked how mental and behavioral problems are handled at the facilities. TCP has a psychiatrist
visit several times a month, with a psychologist called in if needed. Social Worker has had mental health
training. GM uses a similar program, and sends patients to Ellwood City if need be. . M. Snyder offered
the services of company if sites feel it would be beneficial. Motion by J. Updyke, seconded by M. Peck to
receive CHR reports. M/C

Finance Committee : M. Peck reported half of the loan closed on December 18 and the remaining half
will close on January 26. Process is underway to transfer checking accounts from FNB to NWB. T. Frisina
of NWB reported investments have been transferred from PNC to NWB, and FNB investments will be
transferred following loan closure. She reviewed the revisions proposed by NWB to the current
Investment Policy. After discussion, a motion was made by H. Edwards, seconded by J. Updyke to revise
the policy to include language regarding socially responsible investments. M/C Finance Committee will
meet and review what socially responsible investments we are interested in. T. Wagner indicated we will
continue to use FNB accounts until all new accounts are set up. Payroll will be the last account to be
changed. He recommended that since there is not a local NWB branch in Scottdale that their petty cash
account be assigned to PNC since there are many branches available for use. Motion by J. Updyke,
seconded by M. Peck to go with PNC for Woodcrest Petty Cash account. M/C
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Chaplaincy C ommittee Report : B. Dunlap reported that Pastor Mark Yarger started at Grove Manor in
December and will be the Director of Chaplain Services. Pastor Don Dittman assumed duties at The
Caring Place, and Jeremy Stouffer will be rotating between the two homes. Everything seems to be
working well at this time. A Chaplains meeting will be held following this meeting with additional
meetings to be scheduled to get all issues ironed out.
