Birt, Mick Marshall, Tom Stand and Ray Rosenbauer. 

Minutes of the March 20, 2017 and March 30, 2017 teleconference meeting were approved as published. 

Finance Committee:   Update on changes with insurance brokers.   Wil Collins and Matt Turk of NW Insurance Services, 
who were the brokers that handled our insurance, have left NW and gone to work for FNB.  To avoid conflicts of interest, 
M. Peck asked T. Wagner to handle the insurance renewals this year.  T. Wagner had the option to stay with NW, or 
invite FNB to make a presentation.  Following a lengthy delay in getting a response from  NW, a decision was made to 
transfer the insurance accounts to FNB with Mr. Collins and Mr. Turk as our brokers.  Our insurance carrier will remain 
CNA.  The NW Insurance Services reps were present today to present their case.  They were thanked for their 
information.  We will look at our insurance needs again at our March 2018 meeting. 

CHR Reports: 
Financial:  T. Wagner reported finances are good year-to-date.   Intentional changes at TPC have resulted in good 
savings.  The proposed 2017-18 budget was presented showing an increase of $298,000 over 2016-17.  Capital 
expenditures at all three facilities were outlined.  M. Peck made a motion to accept the budget as presented, seconded 
by H. Edwards.  M/C  T. Leister reported we are looking at doing some renovations to the brick house at Grove Manor, 
including safety updates needed now.  Currently assessing needed upgrades. 
Compliance; Government:  T. Leister reported no compliance problems during the last quarter, and gave an updated 
government report. 
Administrators Reports: Grove Manor:  N. Iandimarino is home from the hospital but is facing additional doctor 
appointments.  T. Gabany is serving as acting administrator and has a few more weeks of classes before completing her 
administrator course.  S. Steffy helped out last week during a review.  Will be working with Nancy to support her during 
her time of need.  Her home address is 782 Bobwhite Drive, Hermitage, PA 16148.  The board approved Seivers Farm 
Market setting up a produce stand in the employees parking lot as long as there is no liability exposure to Grove Manor.  
The Caring Place:  S. Steffy was introduced by T. Leister who gave an update on his time at The Caring Place.  He in turn 
introduced M. Galla, PC Administrator, and S. Barkley, DON. 
Woodcrest:  R. Dulla reported they are currently at full capacity.  The new dietitian has been a big improvement and well 
received by clients.      
J. Eicher asked the Administrators to prepare written reports prior to the next scheduled meeting. 
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T. Leister discussed the inability of TPC and GM to hire and retain LPNs and RNs.  CHR currently has a tuition refund 
program paying up to $3000 per year for additional education.  However, she asked about establishing a scholarship 
program, possibly thru the Christian Loving Fund, to assist those who cannot afford to prepay for their education.  She 
was advised that this board could not approve anything for the CLF, and that she would have to approach them with her 
request.

T. Leister made an Informational presentation concerning future expansion of Grove Manor Corp services to the 
community including Home Health / Therapy / Outpatient Therapy; Case Management - Providing Info and Guidance - 
Senior Planning; Mental Health / Alzheimer; Hospice; and  Senior Services - Transportation, Nutrition, Laundry, 
Housekeeping, Lawn Care, Home Repair.  After discussion, it was determined that home care/senior services is our best 
option for growth.

New Business:    We have been offered an opportunity to acquire Saxony Health Center in Saxonburg, Butler County.  
This 68 bed skilled, 29 bed personal care, 18 bed Alzheimer home is on the market for $3 million, with renovation 
/update costs running an additional $2-$3 million.  After discussion, the board decided not to pursue this purchase.
